“SAMSUNG SOFTWARE CHALLENGE 2016” 
Challenging IT students’ algorithmic skills

· First large-scale algorithm contest organized by Samsung in Vietnam

· The contest drew 1,200 registrations from university students nationwide
· Total prize value worth up to 500 million VND
· Samsung plans to make the contest an annual activity to create an intellectual outlet for Vietnamese university students
Hanoi – November 5th, 2016, Samsung Vietnam Mobile Research & Development Centre (SVMC) is organizing a computer software programming contest for university students at the Vietnam National Convention Centre under the name “Samsung Software Challenge 2016.” This is the first large-scale programming contest that Samsung has ever organized in Vietnam, and has attracted 1,200 entries from university students across the nation. Of the entries, the Organizing Committee has selected 857 candidates to participate in the preliminary round.
In the preliminary round, candidates will partake in a 3-hour long session revolving around basic algorithm and computer programming skills (using 1 of 3 programming languages of C/C++/Java). The results will be marked through an automated Samsung Software Certificate System. Candidates will receive their preliminary results via email by November 7th, 2016.
Based on the preliminary round’s results, the Organizing Committee will select the best 200 candidates to advance through to the final round, which will be held at the Centre for Educational Testing – Vietnam National University in Hanoi on November 12th, 2016. These top 200 candidates will participate in an advanced algorithm and programming skills contest. For the final round, one first place winner will be selected, along with five second place winners and twenty consolation prizes worth a combined total of 500 million VND. The prizes will break down as follows:
· 1 First place prize: 1 Samsung Galaxy S7 Edge phone and 10 million VND in cash;
· 5 Second places: 1 Samsung Galaxy A7 phone each;

· 20 consolation prizes: 1 Samsung Galaxy A5 phone each.
There are also one trip to visit South Korea including a tour of Samsung’s headquarters, which will be awarded to the six most excellent contest candidates (First place and Second place). In addition, the Organizing Committee will also hand out recognitions for three individuals including: most promising student, student with initiative, and excellent female student. Each of these individual awards will come with one Gear Fit 2.
Speaking at the contest, Huh Chang Wan, Vice President of Samsung Electronics Vietnam and President of SVMC, says “through this contest, Samsung hopes to create a valuable intellectual playground for Vietnamese youths, while creating opportunities for our company to evaluate Vietnamese university students’ programming skills versus the actual market demands. Samsung wants to use this event to develop young talents in the field of information technology, reinforce the talent pool, and cater to Samsung’s long-term development in Vietnam.”
This is the second Samsung Software Challenge which SVMC has organized in Vietnam. In 2015, the program was held under the name Samsung Smart Art contest, which encouraged students to use Samsung Mobile software development kit (SDK) to create apps, services, and games that are pragmatic for users. The event is expected to take place annually, which will create an intellectual outlet for Vietnamese university students to exchange ideas and develop themselves in order to meet local market demands as well as global competition.
